From Sicily’s Hotel Kempinsky to the Four Seasons Sharm  
El Sheikh, these cocoon-like escapes guarantee a truly 
exceptional experience that merges mind and body to  
provide a unique top-to-toe rejuvenation programme.

Care and relaxation is key. From the moment you walk in  
for your ‘beauty check’ the service is faultless. Nothing is too 
much trouble and specific programmes and products are 
customised for each individual need. Original treatments have 
also been created for each location. At Rosa Alpina there’s  
the ‘Essences of Dolomites Garden’, an intense body massage 
using warm oil and linen pouches containing crushed pine 
needles. At Il Ciocco in Lucca, the ‘Thousand Roses’ uses 
petals from the garden combined with milk and honey to 
nourish and firm the skin. 

Above all, Daniela Steiner understands the human need to 
be pampered and the sense of vitality that stems from her 
alpine roots has helped to create nine extraordinary escapes.
